The Participation portion of the PE grade will based upon the following:
· Students who do not dress out are unable to participate due to safety and personal hygiene will lose 5 points from their daily grade. These students will be given an alternative activity.  

· There will be a twenty percent deduction of the weekly participation grade for each day a student fails to make up an absence/injury.  
PE POLICIES
1. Class dress and participation:  Students will dress out every day in the school uniform – RTMS gym shorts, RTMS T-shirt or RTMS PE sweatshirt, RTMS PE sweatpants, socks, and athletic shoes.  Warm-ups may be worn over the gym shorts and T-shirt when classes are outside during the cold weather months.  PE shorts and t-shirts are available for purchase through the physical education department at $25.00/set, while the PE sweatshirts and sweatpants are available for purchase through the physical education department at $35.00/set.  After a student has missed three times of dressing out, he/she will receive a private detention.  After the fourth incident of not dressing out, the student will receive an office referral.
2. PE locks and lockers:  Each student will be issued a PE lock and locker to secure clothes and all valuables during class.  Students are NOT to bring locks from home, share lockers, or give out locker combinations to other students.  Students are responsible for locking away all personal items during class.  The PE staff will not be held accountable for lost or stolen items.  If locks are lost, stolen, or damaged, students will have to pay a replacement fee of $5.00.

3. Absence/illness:  Students who are unable to dress out due to injury/illness will need a parent’s note excusing them from the physical activity for that day.  Any situation which prohibits a student from participation for three or more consecutive days must submit a doctor’s note excusing them from the physical activity.  These students will be given an alternative assignment/activity to earn their participation grade.

4. PE make-up work:  Students are required to make up all physical education absences.  Make-up work can be accomplished by a written note from a parent or coach, an email, or by submitting a form provided validating 40 minutes of physical activity outside of school.  The written note must be presented to the student’s PE teacher within five school days after returning to school from an absence.  If a note is not submitted, the participation points will be lost and not allowed to be made up.  Grades are updated in the parent portal on a weekly basis in PE.

5. Safety concerns:  due to safety concerns gum chewing is not allowed during class.  No horse play will be allowed during class or in the locker rooms!
6. Teacher/parent communication:  please email your child’s teacher if you have any questions or concerns. 
PROVISION FOR IMPROVING GRADES (RECOVERY) 
A student who has a low (73 or below) or failing cumulative grade may ask the teacher for opportunities to improve his/her grade when all work required to date has been completed and the student has demonstrated a legitimate effort to meet all course requirements, including attendance.
HELP SESSIONS


The student’s prospective teacher is available for a help session upon request.  You may request a help session and get your agenda signed in class or e-mail your teacher to set up a time.  Help sessions are available every Monday 8:15am to 8:50am.

ACADEMIC HONESTY
